DISAGREEMENT WITH GOD’S WORD.

1.Hebrews 10:10 God Sanctifies us, by the 
offering of Jesus.

2.Hebrews 10:14 God has perfected us.
3.Heb 10:17. Our sins and iniquities are 

remembered no more. Therefore only 
Satan has the right to afflict us God has 
already forgiven us.



4.Heb 10:22. Jesus gives us full assurance 
of our faith. Jesus gave us a measure of His
faith.

5.Jesus gives us our faith ( He is the 
author), He finishes our faith.

6.Heb 12:10. He gives us his holiness so 
therefore we are holy.

7.Heb 12:22 We are protected by an 
innumerable host of angels. Therefore 
FEAR NOT and ask your angels to help you 
when you need help.

15. James 1:22_25 God blesses our work 
if we are a doer of His word. Use His 
promises every day.

16. James 2:5 God makes us to inherit the
kingdom. We don’t work to get into His 
Kingdom.

17. James 2:12. We are judged by the law 
of liberty and not the law of 
commandments. This is a very important 
principal.

18. James 4:10 The Lord will lift us up if 
we humble ourselves.

19. Ephesians 2:8-9. God gives us 
salvation (grace) and gives us the faith
to believe.

20. James 4:8 God will draw near to us if 
we draw near to him.

21. James 1:4 God gives us an 
inheritance in heaven. Think about this, 
He is infinitely rich and powerful and he 
gives all of this to us by inheritance.

22. 1 Peter 1:5 God keeps us by his 
power. Therefore salvation is sure as it 
depends on God and not us. Nothing can 
take away what God gives us.



23. 1Peter 1:12. God gives us the Holy 
Spirit.

24. 1 Peter 1:18. God redeems us by the 
blood of Jesus. We are redeemed to perfect
fellowship with him.

25. 1Peter 2:24. We are healed by the 
stripes of Jesus. Our sickness and affliction 
are the result of sin, but Jesus paid for our 
sin on the cross and we are heal.ed if we 
believe that

26. 1 Peter 5:4 God gives us a crown of 
Glory.

27. 1 Peter 5:10. God makes us perfect, 
stablishes us, strengthens us , settles 
us.

28. 2 Peter 1:2 God gives us multiple free
gifts.

29. 2 Peter 1:3. God gives all things that 
pertain to life and godliness. Think 
deeply on this scripture.

30. 2Peter 1:4. God gives us exceedingly 
great and precious promises so we can 
be partakers of His divine nature, 
when we use His Promises.

31.  Peter 1:9. God purges us from our 
sins.



32. 1 John 1:7. God cleanses us from all 
unrighteousness. This agrees with the 
scripture that God has made us Perfect.

33. 1 John 3-4. God gives us full joy.
34. 1 John 1:9. God cleanses us from all 

unrighteousness. Therefore, we are 
righteous. 2Corinthians 5:21. One of my 
favorite scriptures.

35. 1 John 2:2. Jesus is the payment for 
our sins. There is no work or payment 
required of the believer.

36. 1 John 2:12. God forgives all of our 
sins for the Name of Jesus.

37. 1 John 2:25. God gives us eternal life.
Another wonderful gift that we didn’t work 
to earn.

38. 1 John 3:8. God destroys the work of
the devil.

39. 1 John 3:9. The Holy Spirit keeps our 
soul and spirit from sinning. Our body 
is circumcised from our soul and spirit just 
like the foreskin is. The body dies like the 
foreskin but not the soul or spirit.

40. 1 John 3:9 The Holy Spirit keeps our 
soul and spirit from sinning, only our 
flesh sins and it is destined for death. Keep
in mind that we are body, soul, spirit.

Believers are Sanctified by 
God not our efforts, Preserved by Jesus 
and called.

Think about this and praise 
god for his gifts.

52. Jude 1:24 Jesus keeps us from 
falling, and presents us faultless. We 
are without fault before God.

53. 1:4. God and the seven Spirits before 
the Throne of God gives us free gifts 
(grace) and peace . Over and over we 
see multiple free gifts from God. Believers 
are truly blessed.

54. Rev 1:5 Jesus loves us and washed 
us from our sins in his own blood. We 
are totally clean.

55. Rev 1:6. Jesus has made us Kings and 
Priests.

56. Rev 2:7. He gives us the tree of life 
to eat.

IT OFTEN.

Jesus paid the ransom 
for our freedom. Therefore believers are 
free from ALL condemnation.

96. Matt 20:34. Jesus has compassion 
on us and heals us.

97. Matt 21:19-22. If we have faith and 
doubt NOT all things whatsoever we ask 
in prayer; believing we shall receive. The
key here is to 1. Do not doubt in the 
slightest degree. 2. Believe 100% that it 
will be done exactly as God’s promise says.
Note there is no where in the Bible that 
says “sometimes god answers yes, or no or
maybe”.

Publicans and sinners 
go into the Kingdom of God because they
BELIEVED THE WORD.

102. Mark 1:17. Jesus makes us to 
become fishers of men. We need to share 
the truth with unbelievers.

Unto believers it is given 
to know the mystery of the Kingdom of 
God, which is inside of us.

105. Luke 3:16. Jesus baptizes us with the 
Holy Ghost.

Jesus gave us power over 
devils and power to heal diseases.

153. Acts 13:38-39. By Jesus all that 

believe are justified from ALL THINGS,
from which you could not be justified by 
the law of Moses. Not good works, Pope, 
Mary or the Church, or a preacher or a 
denomination. It is by Jesus only.

154. Acts 14:17. God gave us a witness of
his goodness, rain, food, crops etc.

155. Acts 14:27. God opened the door of 
faith to the gentiles.



156. Acts 15:9. God himself purifies our 
hearts by faith.

157. Acts 16:14. God opens our hearts.  
158. Acts 17:28. In Him we live, and move,

and have our being. 
159. Acts 20:32. God and His Word builds

us up and gives us an inheritance.  
160. Acts 26:18. Faith in Jesus gives us 

forgiveness  of sins, and an 
inheritance.  We inherit all of Heaven and
all of earth.

161. Romans 1:5. By faith in Jesus we 
receive free gifts (grace) and 
apostleship, 

162. Romans 1:7. Believers receive 
peace, grace, (free gifts) from God the 
Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.

163. Romans 1:9. We serve God with our 
Spirit not our flesh. God made a change 
after the resurrection of Jesus.

164. Romans 1:16. The good news of 
what Jesus did for us  is the power of 
God to salvation for all that believe.  

165. Romans 1:19. God shows every man
who He is and his power. Unfortunately, 
many reject it and rely on their works.



166. Romans 2:4. The goodness of God 
leads men to repentance. Not the law of
good works.

167. Romans 3:22. God gives believers 
Jesus’s faith. Note by measure but Jesus 
had faith without measure.

168. Romans 3:24. Believers are redeemed
by Jesus freely by his grace (free gift). 
We are “taken back “to perfect fellowship 
with God just as we were in the garden of 
Eden.

169. Romans 3:25. Jesus’s sacrifice of his life
was the payment for our sins. All of our 
sins were future when Jesus paid for them. 

170. Romans 3:28. A man is justified by 
faith without the deeds of the law. 
Justified by what Jesus did not the church, 
not the Pope not Mary, not a preacher, not 
a denomination, not good works. Jesus only
and faith in what he did for us.

171. Romans 3:30. Both Jew and gentile are
justified by faith.  God has only one 
requirement.

172. Romans 4:3. Abraham believed God 
and it was accounted for righteousness. 
God only requires belief from us.



173. Romans 4:5 Our faith is counted for 
righteousness.  

174. Romans 4:6. God imputes 
righteousness to us without any 
works.  (gives us His righteousness)

175. Romans 4:7. God has forgiven all of 
our iniquities, and our sins.  

176. Romans 4:8. The Lord will not impute
sin to believers.  

177. Romans 4:9. Faith is reconned to 
believers for righteousness.   Added to 
our account.

178.  Romans 4:10. Faith was reconned to 
Abraham when he was still not 
circumcised. 

179. Romans 4:13. Faith makes us heirs 
of the world.   

180. Romans 4:17. God makes the dead 
alive again and tells us the future and 
because of his faith God made Abraham 
the father of MANY NATIONS NOT JUST 
ISRAEL.  

181. Romans 4:22. God imputes 
righteousness to us if we believe. 

182. Romans 4:23. The gifts to Abraham are 
for us if we have faith and doubt not.  

183. Romans 4:24. Same as 182.



184. Romans 4:25. Jesus was killed for our
sins and raised again for our 
justification. Therefore, we are totally 
justified.  

185. Romans 5:1. WE are justified by faith
by God and have peace with God. 

186. Romans 5:2. Faith in Jesus gives us 
grace  (free gifts) and the confident 
expectation of glory.

187. Romans 5:5. God gives us the Holy 
Spirit, and he sheds abroad in our hearts
the love of God.  

188. Romans 5:6. Christ died FOR the 
UNGODLEY. Therefore, we can’t earn it. 
Truly it is a gift.   

189. Romans 5:8. God showed his love for
us, that while we were still not saved 
sinners, Christ died for us. Not for 
“good” people but for bad sinners.   

190. Romans 5:9. We are justified by His 
blood, we are saved from wrath through
Jesus.  Believers will not go through 
the Wrath of God, known as the 
Tribulation.

191. Romans 5:10. We were saved even 
though we were enemies, by the Death of



Jesus, much more now being 
reconciled we are saved by his life.  

192. Romans5:15. We were all sinners 
because we descended from Adam, but 
now by Jesus we are all that believe 
given grace and salvation.  Trust and 
rely on this.

193. Romans 5:16. Adam’s sin fell on all 
of us, and so by the righteousness of Jesus
and his death for our sins, so His free gift
of salvation is upon all that believe.   

194. Romans 5:17. All that we need to do
is to RECEIVE GRACE, and the GIFT OF 
RIGHTEOUSNESS, so shall we reign with 
Jesus.

195. Romans 5:18. Adam’s sin came on all 
of his descendants to condemn them, so 
by the righteousness of one Jesus his gift 
came on all to justification. Adam’s 
descendants inherited condemnation 
and so Jesus’s descendants (the 
believers) inherit justification and life 
eternal.   

196. Romans 5:20. The law of Moses was 
given so that the sin might abound 
more, but grace abounded more and 



always overcomes sin against the law for 
believers.   

197. Romans 5:21. That as sin has reigned
unto death, even so might grace reign 
unto life eternal by Jesus Christ to all 
that believe. 

198. Romans 6:5. If we have been buried in
the likeness of  Jesus death, so shall 
believers be raised in the likeness of 
Jesus resurrection.    

199. Romans 6:8. Now if we are dead with
Christ we believe that we shall also live 
with him.

200. Romans 6:11. Jesus has made our 
Spirit and Soul dead concerning sin. 
Only our flesh can sin once we believe. 
This is why we see in the word that we 
can’t sin. 

201. Romans 6:14. Sin has no more 
dominion over us because we are not 
under the law. Under law it was what we 
did or did not do. Under Grace it is only 
what God has done. It is all FINISHED 
for all that believe.  

202. Romans 6:15. Under grace when we sin
and don’t ask for forgiveness this opens 
us up to be afflicted by Satan. He uses



the law to give him legal right to 
afflict us. We can confess our sin and ask 
forgiveness and remove Satan’s affliction. 
Only our flesh is afflicted. This is why our 
flesh is circumcised from our Soul and 
Spirit.

203. Romans 6:18. God MADE US free 
from sin, ye became the servants of 
righteousness. God made us free from sin.

204. Romans 6:23. Sin causes death and all 
flesh dies. God Gave us eternal life. Our 
Spirits and Souls live eternally, but this 
flesh rots so God gives us a new body 
called a glorified body.

205. Romans 8:1. There is therefore NO 
CONDEMNATION for believers. Romans 
8:9 tells us that everyone that has the Holy
Spirit is walking in the Spirit.

206. Romans 8:12. God causes us to live 
after the Spirit.

207. Romans 8:9. If we believe that Jesus 
died and rose again then the Holy Spirit 
comes to live in our body. Therefore we 
by definition are WALKING IN THE 
SPIRIT. Many famous preachers do not get
this connection. My favorite Thermon 
Scrivner did not get this.



208. Romans 8:11. If the Holy Spirit dwells in
us then Jesus will make alive our 
mortal bodies and put on us immortality.
Jesus dose it all for us and to us.

209. Romans 8:13. Through the Spirit we kill
the deeds of the flesh. His Spirit working 
with our Spirit and He gives us eternal 
life.  

210. Romans 8:15. We have not received 
the spirit of bondage (the law) but the 
Spirit of adoption. Jesus has adopted us 
and therefore we call him Daddy (Abba) 
and receive his inheritance. Jesus 
created heaven and earth and all that is in 
them so we inherit all of this. 
Inheritance is a gift from God and Jesus. No
one works for an inheritance.

211. Romans 8:16. The Holy Spirit is our 
witness to God that we are born again 
and believers. WE don’t proclaim our belief
to God it is the Holy Spirit that bears 
witness for us. Again God does it all all all 
all for and to us.

212. Romand 8:17. We are joint heirs with 
Jesus. Wow.

213. Romans 8:18. The small suffering that 
our flesh receives on earth can not be 



compared to the Glory of Heaven that 
we shall experience forever.

214. Romans 8:20. Our bodies are made 
subject to vanity.

215. Romans 8:21. God delivers all of us 
from the bondage of corruption. Our new 
glorified bodies will not die or rot.

216. Romans 8:23. The believers having 
the Holy Spirit within us, wait for the 
time when God will redeem even our 
bodies.   

217. Romans 8:26. The Holy Spirit helps 
our infirmities by interceding in our 
prayers with utterings that cannot be 
uttered.

218. Romans 8:27. The Holy Spirit makes 
intercession for believers according to 
the will of God.

219. Romans 9:29. God knew us before 
he created the world and he 
predestined us to be in Jesus. Jesus gave 
us an example of a farmer planting good 
seed and an enemy planting bad seed. 
This explains how some people are planted
by Satan and are different from believers 
and they can not be saved.



220. Romans 8:30. God 1. called us, he 2. 
predestined us to salvation, 3. he 
justified us, 4.he glorified us.

221. God justified us and glorified us.
222. Romans 8:31. Gentiles (believers) 

followed faith but Israel attempted to 
have self-righteousness by following the
law but failed like all people.

223. Romans 8:31. God gives us all 
things even the sacrifice of his only 
begotten son for our sins.

224. Romans 8:33. God justified us and no
one can lay anything to our charge.   

225. Romans 8:35. Nothing separates us 
from the love of Christ. Not tribulation, 
not distress, not persecution, not famine, 
not nakedness, not peril not the sword.

226. Romans 8:37. Jesus makes us more 
than conquers.

227. Romans 8:38-39. Nothing can 
separate us from the love of God. Not 
tribulation, distress, death, life, angels, 
principalities, powers, things present, not 
things to come, height, depth, no other 
creature (aliens). God’s love is in Jesus 



Christ. Don’t fear aliens, we have Jesus and
His powerful angels to protect us.

228. Romans 9:16. God gives us mercy in 
all of our situations.

229. Romans 9:18. God gives mercy to 
whom he will and hardens the heart of 
whom he will.

230. Romans 9:23. God makes known the
Riches of his glory to believers, whom he
prepared as vessels of mercy.

231. Romans 9:25. God calls believers His
People, both Jew and Gentile that are 
believers.

232. Romans 9:27. Only a small remnant 
of Israel shall be saved. I think it is 
because they rely on keeping the law and 
not on God’s mercy through Jesus’s 
sacrifice.

233. Romans 9:30. Gentiles have 
obtained righteousness through faith 
and not by their works. Works is self-
righteousness. God makes believers 
righteous 2 Cor 5:21.

234. Romans 10:4. Christ is the END OF 
THE LAW for righteousness to all that 
believe.   



235. Romans 10:12. The Lord is rich unto 
all that call upon Him.    

236. Romans 10:17. Faith comes by 
hearing and hearing by the Word of God. 
God sent his word and Jesus is the Word.

237. Romans 11:5-6. God always 
maintains a group of believers on the 
earth by grace not by their working.

238. Romans 11:11. Salvation has come 
to the gentiles to provoke the Jews to 
jealously. “Talmudic” Jews hate all gentiles 
and all non- Jews. The nation of Israel 
claims to be a “Talmudic” nation per their 
Prime minister. If you doubt this just read 
the Talmud.

239. Romans 11:22. God is good to 
believers but harsh to non- believers that 
are self- righteous and seek to obtain 
righteousness by their own efforts.

240. Romans 11:26. In the end Jesus will 
deliver Israel from ungodliness (works).

241. Romans 11:29. God never changes 
his mind (repents) concerning his gifts
and callings.



Romans 11:32. All humans are in unbelief therefore
he offers mercy and salvation to all.

242. Romans 12:3. God has given to 
every man a measure of faith (measure
of his faith). Jesus has faith without 
measure.

243. Romans 12:6-9. God gives us special 
gifts like prophecy, ministry, teaching, 
exhortation, diligence, ability to show 
mercy, love.  We should use these gifts to
help other people.  

244. Romans 13:1. Only God has power and 
he gives it to whom he will.   

245. Romans 13:4. God sends his 
ministers to bring wrath upon evil.

246. Romans 15:8. Jesus confirmed the 
promises made to the Jews in the Old 
Testament.

247. Romans 15:13. God fills us with all 
hope and peace in believing that we 
may abound in confident expectation 
by the Holy Ghost that is within us. 

248. 1Corinthians 1:2. God calls us to be 
saints and sanctifies us, in the name of 
Jesus.



249. 1Corinthians 1:3. God and Jesus send
us his free gifts (grace) and his peace.

250. 1Corinthians 1:4. We are thankful to 
God and Jesus for the multiplied free 
gifts given by them to us.

251. 1Cor 1:5. We (believers) are enriched 
by him in all that we say and in all 
knowledge. James 1:6, Jeremiah 33:3

252. 1 Cor 1:7. God gives us all of these 
gifts, so we come not behind in any 
gift from him.

God makes us his co-
laborers and his building.

268. 1 Cor 2:12. WE have received the 
Spirit of God so that we might know the 
things that God gives us freely. Because 
God gave the earth to man he must use 
man to accomplish his work on the earth.

God gives us his grace so
we are master builders, but take heed 
how you build.

The dead in Christ are 
raised incorruptible.

God has given us the 
victory through Jesus Christ.

God always causes us to 
triumph in Christ, and makes known the 
savior of his knowledge in every place.

307. 2Cor 2:15. We are unto God a sweet 
savor of them that are saved and to them
that perish. 



308. 2Cor 3:3. Believers are epistles of 
Jesus, written on the tables of the heart.  

309. 2Cor 3:5. Our sufficiency in all 
things is of God. 

310. 2Cor 3:6. God made us able 
ministers of the New Testament of the 
Spirit. 

311. 2Cor 3:8. This administration of the 
Spirit is glorious.

We are justified only by 
faith. The law was given to us as a school 
master to show us that we could not keep 
the law.

369. Gal 3:26. We are all children of God 
by faith in Christ Jesus. Therefore, we 
inherit what Jesus created aka 
EVERYTHIG IN HEAVEN AND EARTH.



370. Gal 3:28. We are all one, and all 
equal in Christ.

371. Gal 3:29. If we are in Christ then we are
descendants of Abraham and inheritors 
according to God’s promises. God’s 
promises of blessings in Deuteronomy 
28: 1-14 all fall to us. We are not cursed 
in verses 15-68.

372. Gal 4:4-5. Jesus was made under the 
law so that he could fulfil the law and 
therefore redeem us, and we could be 
adopted sons of God.

373. Gal 4:7. We are not servants but sons 
and therefore we inherit all that Jesus 
created ie everything in Heaven and in
Earth.

374. Gal 4:31. We being born again are 
born FREE. Not under the bondage of the 
law.

375. Gal 5:1. Christ has made us FREE. 
Therefore do not become entangled with 
the law, as under the law.

376. Gal 5:5. We through the Holy Spirit wait
for the righteousness which is by faith.
We are MADE righteous. Remember 2 
Corinthians 5:21.



377. Gal 5:18. If we are led by the Spirit we 
are not under the law.  Romans 8:9 if we 
have the Holy Spirit then we are led by the
Spirit.

378. Gal 6:16. Peace and mercy from 
God on all that believe.

379. Ephesians 1:2. Grace (free gifts) and
mercy is given to us from God the Father
and Jesus Christ.

380. Eph 1:3. The Father has given to us 
ALL Spiritual blessings in heaven in 
Christ Jesus.

381. Eph 1:4. God chose us before the 
foundation of the world. He made us holy
and without any blame. 

382. Eph 1:5. God predestined us to be 
his children in Jesus.

God revealed his mighty 
power to us when he raised Jesus from 
the dead and set him at his right hand in 
heaven. 

God has made us eternally 
alive who were before belief dead in our 
sins and trespasses.

396. Eph 2:5 Again we see that God has 
quickened us (made alive) with Christ, 
even when we were dead in sins.

397. Eph 2:6. God has raised us up 
together with Jesus and made us to sit
together with him in heavenly places.

WE are saved by God’s 
grace (free gift) through faith and this 
faith is not our faith it is a gift from 
Jesus. It is His faith. Nothing we do has 
any affect.

We are God’s 
workmanship. He does all of the work. 

We are made near to God 
by the blood of Christ. Not by our good 
works.



401. Eph 2:14. Jesus is our peace with 
God. Jesus broke down the separation 
between us and God the Father.

402. Eph 2:15. Jesus abolished the law of 
works.

403. Eph 2:16. Jesus killed the enmity 
between God and Man and therefore 
reconciled us to Him  by sacrificing his 
flesh. This act brought man and God to be 
one together.

404. Eph 2:18. Through Jesus we have 
access to God the Father by one Spirit the 
Holy Spirit. 

405. Eph 2:19. Jesus has made us to be 
members of the household of God with all 
believers.

406. Eph 2:20. The analogy of a building, 
Jesus is the chief corner stone, the 
foundation of the Apostles is laid and we 
are built upon this foundation. Note we 
don’t build ourselves. God is the master 
builder.

407. Eph 2:22. We are a vessel that God 
inhabits through the Spirit.

408. Eph 3:6. Gentiles are also heirs of 
God’s promises as well as Jews through
Christ by the gospel.



409. Eph 3:7. By God’s power Paul was 
MADE a minister through grace.

410. Eph 3:9. God created all things by 
Jesus. The mystery of fellowship of 
believers with God has been hid until now.

411. Eph 3:12. Jesus’s faith gives us 
boldness, confidence and access to the
Father.

412. Eph 3:16. God the Father has all riches 
without limit of any kind, and he 
strengthens us with his might by his 
Spirit.
